I .  PURCHASE O RDER FOR CP7748 - LWMWTP SLEEVE VALVE TO BAI LEY VALVE, INC. 

• Staff presented to the Engineering Committee a proposed sole source and purchase order for the 24-
inch s leeve valve at the Lloyd M ichael Water Treatment Plant. The s leeve valve serves as the secondary 
flow control for the treatment plant. 

• The project was approved by the Board of Directors as part of the FY20 18 Capital Projects Budget. 

• The existing valve has required more maintenance in recent years and staff is choosing to replace it 
to maintain rel iab i l ity at the treatment plant. 

• The s leeve valve is a very unique design and is exclusively fabricated by Bai ley Valve, I nc. The item has 
approximately a 6-month lead time. The price for the valve is $189,393 .74. Per the purchasing pol icy, 
the sole sou rce and purchase order would requ i re approval by the Board of Directors. 

• The Engineering Committee concu rred with staffs recommendation to forward the sole sou rce and 
purchase order to the Board of Directors for consideration and approval.

• Michael Boccadoro and Beth Olhasso from West Coast Advisors provided an update to the 
Committee on State legislation and polisies. Water supply update: reservoirs are above h istoric 
averages except for Lake Orovi l le .  The s nowpack level is  at 48% and they are expecting an additional 
two to four feet from this storm. The recent storms should result in  an i ncrease in State Water 
Project a l locations from the current 20% al location;  and they should turn publ ic concern away from 
drought concern. 

• There have been 2,398 new bi l l s  introduced this session. The leadersh ip  transition from Senator Kevin 
De Leon to Senator Toni  Atkins recently took place. April wi l l  be a busy month with legislators trying 
to meet pol icy deadl ines. We are in the second year of a two-year session. 

• Long-term conservation,  a publ ic goods charge on water, the CA WaterFix, the CA Water 
Commission's a l location of Proposition I funds, and proposed permanent conservation regu lations 
from the State Water Board remain the key issues. 

2 .  State Legislative Update (Verbal) 

• Staff presented the Committee with detai ls  on the u pcoming state legislative visit. 

• The Committee commented on how they enjoy meeting with legislators from other parts of the state, 
in particu lar Northern California. Director Tiegs requested to meet with Assemblyman Frank Bigelow 
and at least two legislators we have not previously met.

• Staff provided the Committee with detai ls  on the upcoming Federal Legislative Workshop.
